Together they rank high street fashion companies on their ethical trading.

They have 3 categories:

· Wages – do they reflect a minimum wage?

· Freedom of Association (FoA) – do they allow workers to join trade unions and workers’ rights groups?

· Monitoring and Verification (M&V) – do they review and reflect on what they are doing and involve local interest groups in the process?
