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Use of Assessment Data to Identify Value Added Performance








It is important that schools maximise the information available to them to ensure that they have as full a picture as possible of the achievements of their pupils. This key area for DASP aims to use available data to that end.








The main objectives are:





To further the use of and familiarity with available Partnership data;





To identify areas for development and intervention across each Key Stage;








To develop the skills necessary for teachers and Governors to use the data effectively for individual pupil and school target setting; 





To develop a common means of evaluating and reporting progress and performance to Parents using ICT as the key method of access.





The Partnership will work with designated teachers and governors (The Assessment Data Group) from each school to develop further a common system of data collection and distribution using ICT.








KEY EVENTS





Assessment Data Group Conference to audit present provision/expertise/practice with data. Produce Action Plan, identifying training and resource needs in the partnership.





Director of DASP identifies at Headteacher/Governors Annual Conference key areas for intervention as informed by data analysis and begins preparation/communication for Year 2 activities.





Each school in the Partnership maintains an Excel spreadsheet , or uses Assessment Manager for recording assessment from Reception through to Key Stage 5.





This data is shared and merged into a master spreadsheet. The data is fully analysed and a DASP Autumn package produced. This analysis is used to inform future developments for the Partnership.





Individual schools use the data for value added work as well as individual pupil tracking and targeting.

Performance is  tracked through all the subjects and at all age ranges to build up a continuous picture.
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However, raw data is not enough; it is how that data is analysed and used that make it valuable.
