Language content:  Colours gris, blanc, noir, orange, rose, marron

	Learning focus
	Teaching sequence

	Starter activity
	· Teacher, children and cuddly toy all exchange greetings.

· Sing a melody well known to all the children, in which the colours rouge, bleu, vert and jaune are the only lyrics

Resource: Cuddly toy

	Finger rhymes


	· Rehearse known finger rhymes

	Number revision


	· Sing the melody for numbers 1-10.

· Using a set of number cards, play Only Repeat if it’s true (Répétez si c’est vrai).  Hold up a card for the children to see, and say the number.  The children repeat the number.  If the number you say does not match what is on the card, the children must say nothing, and put their finger to their lips.

	· Revise the colours rouge, bleu, vert and jaune and repeat the dictation game played in lesson 6 by singing or saying aloud a sequence of words, which the children reproduce using multilink cubes.

· Introduce gris making a sound as if the colour is sliding down a slide – grrrrrr........iiiiiiiiis.  Now chunk the word  into 2 syllables and encourage the children to echo after you – grrrr ........... is (making a short, sharp eee sound).

Now introduce noir expressing a tone of astonishment. Encourage the children to watch your mouth and echo a large round sound. Have they heard this oi sound before? (....in the number trois)

· Introduce blanc as if the card is a pebble dropping in the water.  Now repeat the bl  sound continuously. Where have they heard this sound before? (.....the colour bleu.) Now get the children to echo the nasal sound anc after you.

· Now introduce rose a light sound, like a floating feather.  Encourage the children to echo the rrrrr sound after you.  Where have they heard this sound before?

· The colour marron – exagerate the rrr sound for the children to mimic.  This is a confident burly sound. Where have they heard the on sound before – (bonjour, Jambon). 

· Orange – exagerate the o sound and encourage the children to watch your lips as you produce the o.  

· After every two colours, ask the question C'est de quelle couleur? C'est ....... ou c'est...? creating the opportunity for reinforcement and retention of this new vocabulary. 

· With multilink cubes infront of them, give the instruction Montrez- moi + a colour and the children hold up the correct colour cube. Use some of the techniques practised in lessons 5 and 6.

Resource: multilink cubes and coloured cards for gris, blanc, noir, orange, rose, marron.




	Dictionary Skills
	· Show the children rouge, bleu, vert, jaune and gris on text cards or on the whiteboard.  Ask the children to think about the order in which these words would be found in the dictionary.

Resources: Rouge, bleu, vert, jaune, gris on card

	Traditional Song
	· The children watch the DVD and join in singing La poule grise. Do they notice anything about the word order? ie. that the colour comes after the noun. 

Resource: Mon Âne DVD – la poule grise

	Story 

End of lesson.


	· Read the story L'automne arrive. Encourage the children to join in with you in telling the story and in performing actions or mimes.

· Teacher, children and cuddly toy exchange farewells with au revoir.
