This is a song that has been written to celebrate local Olympic history.  There will be a dedicated choir who will teach the song to other choirs, eg your school choir.

· QUEST – Battle for the Winds – 26 and 28 July 2012 – Weymouth

This will be a huge performance by Cirque Bijou and will tell a fantasy story about gathering the winds for the sailing and wind surfing events.

· ICCI 360 Arena – July 27 – Sept 9

This is a huge 360 degree arena which will showcase films and animation made by local people.  If your school has something to submit please contact depARTure Arts.

· The Big Grin – 4/5 August

2012 sees the 350th Anniversary of Punch and Judy and there will be a big festival event to celebrate this.  Lots of opportunities to do things in school on this theme.

· Dinosaurs Not Allowed – 7/8 Sept 2012
Children and young people perform traditional dance in the streets of Weymouth

· Count Me In Weekend – 9 Sept 2012
This is a national event where as many bandstands as possible are used to showcase the talents of local young bands

· The Olympic Caravan – this is an idea that is being organised for the Chesil Cluster of schools. They are taking a caravan and filling it with real or pretend Olympic and Paralympic memorabilia and items. The caravan is then towed round to each school and they use an actor (or TA) to pretend to be an avid fan, who will bring the whole thing to life.  Several schools said they would be interested in copying this model.
