Things to do in school

· If you have links with a school in another country, sharing your knowledge of The Jurassic Coast and researching their WH site is a good way into making links.

· Link your Jurassic Coast investigation to the Olympic and Paralympic Values  -the courage to learn something new, the inspiration of the being on the coast, the determination to succeed eg The Jurassic Challenge, friendship through exploring WH sites around the world

· Get the children out hunting for fossils or investigating the coast; you could investigate the history or something current eg the impact of litter, or the effect of erosion.
