To establish the Partnership as an outreach centre of Exeter and other Universities offering ITT and GTP mentor training





To establish the Partnership as a centre for SEN and TA training, offering TAs the opportunity to work towards NVQ levels 2, 3 and ultimately 4





To establish the Partnership as a centre for management training at all levels





To develop classroom based action research projects into boys’ literacy, accelerated learning, ICT in the classroom and SEN





To offer all teachers the opportunity to work towards advanced qualifications





To develop practice in ICT as a key teaching method to offer vocational qualifications in ICT to all TAs and to NQTs, ITT and GTP students





To develop the web site as a data base for good practice in action research and the use of ICT in the classroom.
