Model 1





Very able and gifted in one curriculum area with provision of enrichment in that curriculum area.





Model 2





Very able and Gifted an a broad range of curriculum areas with provision of a series of enrichment sessions in a variety of curriculum areas.





The Pilot Programme – Model 2





Two Year groups selected, Year 4 and Year 5





Aim: - to provide more challenging teaching and opportunities for the Very Able and Gifted.





To fully evaluate the programme in order to provide DASP with a system to enrich the Very Able and Gifted.





The Programme





Year 4 – 	Group Size 13 - One student from each of the DASP First Schools.





Year 5 - 	Group size 15 - Five students from each of the DASP Middle Schools





Evaluation





Full evaluation to be completed by pupils, parents, teachers of sessions, Headteachers and class teachers of participating pupils.

What effect will these sessions have on student learning and motivation back in own school?
